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Review: 8" International Congress for biological Lasertherapyand
Acupuncture (EGLA) in Goettingen, Germany (June 2%- 27" 2010)

The 8" international EGLA Congress took
place under a huge international attendance
again. As the 8 Congress in a row it was
also the first jubilee.

In his opening speech, Dr. Weber, the
president of the “European Society for
biological Lasertherapy and Acupuncture
“(EGLA) and “American  American
Association for Biological Lasertherapy and
Acupuncture” (AALA), gave a résumeé about
the present results of laserneedle
acupuncture and intravenous laser blood
irradiation and presented the newest future
perspectives and planned projects.

In his opinion, the most promising fields are
the treatment of stroke with transcraniell
infrared lasertherapy and new ways in
tumour therapy with systemic photodynamic
therapy. New studies from the USA with
more than 600 stroke patients have shown
that the transcraniell infrared lasertherapy is
superior to all conventional treatment
methods (in case there are any). A first pilot
study has just been done by Dr. Weber in
cooperation with Prof. Cho in Seoul
/Incheon, South Korea.

In the second lecture, Dr. Romberg spoke
from the view of a physician about the
physical characteristics of laser light and its
effects on the cellular level, f.ex. on
mitochondria, the respiratory chain and the
production of ATP.

Dr. Heinrich from Berlin reported about the
intravenous oxygen therapy that is used very
successfully by a lot of therapists in
combination with intravenous lasertherapy
in the treatment of many chronic diseases.
This is very successful especially in the
treatment of eye diseases (macula
degeneration).

For the first time we could welcome a
speaker from the Czech Republic. Dr. Rusek
spoke about laserneedle acupuncture and

intravenous laser blood irradiation in
surgical indications and showed very
interesting new possibilities for the

treatment of anal fissures and haemorrhoids.

The next lecture from the alternative
practitioner Klaus Kleiber was about
acupuncture and intravenous lasertherapy in
eye diseases, especially in the treatment of
macula degeneration and glaucoma.
Therefore he worked out a special treatment
plan.

Our long-standing speaker Dr. Andreas
Wirz-Ridolfi from Switzerland referred
about blockades as therapy barriers in
lasertherapy and acupuncture and how they
can be cleared away.

So the first day’s schedule was over and
followed by a wonderful steamboat tour on
the Weser river with buffet, live music and
dancing with our band “Jenny and Dean”
from Dubai.
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The second congress day was opened by
Prof. Litscher from the University of Graz
with a very interesting contribution about the
further development of modern laserneedle
acupuncture and his newest studies using
blue laser treatment.

After that, Steven Liu from Tucson, Arizona
(former president of North American
Association for Lasertherapy, NALT)
showed integrative approaches in the
treatment of chronic soft tissue injuries.

Dr. Leopold Dorfer, president of the
Austrian Society for controlled
Acupuncture, presented very vivid and
interesting cases reports of allergy
treatments of children with laserneedle
acupuncture.

The next talk of Dr. Michael Grandjean,
assistant lecturer for acupuncture at the
university Frankfurt, was about his newest
results and strategies of the new abdominal
acupuncture with using a laser with the
possibility to project the point system onto
the abdomen. This new approach was
already proven as a very effective new micro
system.

In the next lecture, Professor Peter Dorsher
from the Mayo Clinik in Jacksonville,
Florida, reported on neuroanatomical basics
of acupuncture for joint and muscle pain. He
pointed out that Chinese acupuncture points
in a large percentage are identical to nerves
with special vantage points.

Professor Chung, head of the Hahnemann's
Memorial Clinic in Taipei, Taiwan,
demonstrated interesting therapeutic
treatment options of fibromyalgia. He has
also written a book that can be ordered by
the EGLA.

Afterwards, Professor Latif Aftab from the
University Hospital in Lahore, Paktistan,
reported on the treatment of diabetic foot
ulcers by intravenous laser technology and
showed excellent results in this indication.
In a very interesting lecture, Professor
Naeser from the Boston University, referred
about successful transcranial LED therapy in
patients with traumatic brain injuries, which
led to significantly improved cognitive
properties. She explained this by a series of
case reports.

Dr. Peter Aluani, member of the board of the
"Austrian Society for Controlled
Acupuncture”, demonstrated many different
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successful ways of combined laser
acupuncture and intravenous laser blood
irradiation in chronic pain syndromes.
Prof. Edith Perez, director of the breast
cancer department at the Mayo Clinic in
Jacksonville, Florida, gave an excellent
presentation on the current conventional
medical treatment and was very open to
participate in new studies using modern laser
technology.

In the afternoon, the program was rounded
by deepening workshops on relevant

subjects and finally ended in the evening
with a beautiful event at the castle ruins
Plesse with a live concert of "Jenny and
Dean”

with  barbecue and dancing.
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The first lecture on the last day of the
congress was held by Professor Koestler,
president of the Austrian Society of
Oncology, about common properties of
cancer cells and the ensuing therapeutic
options, particularly in the context of
alternative therapies.

Dr. Giesen, an internist and endoscopy
specialist (bowel center Sudwestfalen) from
Wenden near Olpe, spoke about the exciting
field of local and systemic photodynamic
therapy for esophageal and bladder cancer.
In the next lecture, Dr. Mary Dyson from
London reported on systemic effects of
phototherapy and neuroendocrine influences
on the immune system and how the famous
healing phenomena can be achieved.
Dr. Wassil Nowicky, developer and
manufacturer of Ukrain (a cytostatic plant
from celandine in combination with
thiotepa) presented his preparation as a



systemic Photosensitizer, which can lead to
very good therapeutic results in combination
with the intravenous laser therapy.

The clinical work on this subject was always
performed by our highly esteemed

colleague, Dr. Frank Andra from San Remo.
He had published studies which were highly
observed by the professional world. After

his tragic death in early 2010, the congress
thought of him in a moment of silence.

Workshop with laser treatment

In the next lecture, Dr. Francesco Raggi
from Italy gave an overview about the latest
findings in sports medicine with the
intravenous laser technology. This s
interesting especially from the point that the
international doping agency does not regard
laser therapy as doping.

In the last lecture of the congress, the
veterinarian Dr. Thomas Backhaus from
Longuich in Trier showed on the basis of
blood drying patterns a new way to measure
the effect of lasertherapy on the blood and
the general condition of the body with a new
method and demonstrated it clearly.
